Paul was in all probability a leatherworker who
could turn his hand to the production of the wide

variety of articles made of this material: thongs,
gourds for water and wine, harness, saddles,
shields, etc. Tents were also made from leather

and a ready market would have existed at Corinth.

Tentmakers

The great crowds of visitors who came for the

Isthmian games were housed in tents, and the
traders who flocked out from the city to serve
them needed portable booths. Tents were used
by travelers on merchant ships, and the crews
sometimes camped on shore when in port.

Aquila and
Priscilla greet you heartily in the Lord, with
the church that is in their house.

When writing to the Corinthians from Ephesus in
53-54 A.D., Paul extended greetings from Aquila
and Priscilla

They knew members at Corinth

No doubt they too were eager to see the church at
Corinth be more spiritually-minded

1 Corinthians 16:19

That there was a church in the house of Aquila
and Priscilla implies:

Their home was open to Christians — it could
even be used for a meeting place

They were not so concerned with their house
put that they could experience inconveniences
by permitting the church to meet there

Greet Priscilla and Aquila, my fellow workers in
Christ Jesus, 4 who risked their own necks for my
life, to whom not only | give thanks, but also all
the churches of the Gentiles. 5 Likewise greet the
church that is in their house. Greet my beloved

Epaenetus, who is the firstfruits of Achaia to
Christ.
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Romans 16:3-5

As Paul closes the Roman letter, he sends
greetings to Aquila and Priscilla in Rome

They had obviously moved from Ephesus
back to Rome

They did not leave their religion behind — they
had not forsaken the truth, the church or Paul
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Romans 16:3-5

Notice what Paul had to say about them:
“My fellow workers in Christ”
“Who risked their own necks for my life”

He was thankful for them as were all the
churches of the Gentiles
“Greet the church that is in their house”

As it had been in Ephesus, a church was
meeting in their house
